SUMMARY: GUNSHOT INJURY TO THE HEAD
CAUSE OF DEATH: GUNSHOT WOUND

1. The body was received in a dark green UN body bag marked MF # 949.
2. The body was dressed in an army green camouflage uniform.

There was a green vest with multiple pockets on top of the uniform. The vest

containing 01 magazine with a total of 39 live ammunitions.

Full photography of the body was taken during autopsy.

Radiological examination (single plane portable) was done.

There was evidence of gunshot injuries to the head.

The direction of the projectile on the head is from back to front, from right to left

and from below to above.

8. The natures of the wounds however strongly suggest that the projectiles were
traveling at a high velocity.

9. This therefore strongly suggests that the weapon involved was a high-velocity
rifle and at close ranges.

10. Projectile fragments were recovered from the deceased and retained by NID-
Forensics.

11. No naturally occurring disease is detected at autopsy.

12. The external examination showed no evidence of apparent offensive or defensive
type injuries.

13. I hereby certify that I have examined the body of Leopoldino Mendonca
EXPOSTO and in my opinion the cause of death was due to open head injury as
a result of gunshot injury. The manner of death is Homicide.

PNTL Agent 12006 Mouzinho T. Correia visually identified the body immediately prior
to the post-mortem examination.

CLOTHING & PERSONAL EFFECTS:

The body was dressed in:
1. An army green camouflage uniform
2. Green T —shirt
3. Black hand gloves (maestro brand)
4. White/red stripped socks
5. Army shoes (black boots)
6. Green vest with multiple pockets on top of the uniform.

1. Green vest containing one (1) magazine with 39 rounds of live ammunition, a
piece of paper with contacts (names and telephone numbers)
A gray Nokia mobile phone
Small green waist bag containing traditional medicine

Red polythene bag at the left body side containing 98 live ammunitions
A black head/face mask stained with skull bone fragments and brain matter

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STATE OF THE BODY: it
The body was presented in a dark green UN body bag. The body was that of a moderately
nourished adult male. The body was cool to touch due to refrigeration and there was no

evidence of decomposition.

EXTERNAL EXAMINATION:

The body was placed on autopsy table on February 11, 2008 for post-mortem
examination. The body was that of an adult male measuring 164 cm in height and had an
estimated weight of 70 kilograms. The deceased was stained with blood. There was
evidence of gunshot injuries to the head. The gunshot injuries were confirmed by external
and radiological examination.

Head: There was evidence of trauma.

Neck: There was no evidence of trauma.

Chest: There was no evidence of trauma.
Abdomen: There was no evidence of trauma.

Upper extremities: There was no evidence of trauma.

Lower extremities: There was no evidence of trauma.
Hypostasis: Lividity was faint on the back of the body.
Cyanosis: Absent.

Rigor Mortis: There was generalized rigidity of the body.
Algor mortis: The body was cool.

Decomposition: Decomposition not started.

Post-mortem artifacts: Nil apparent.

AUTOPSY PROCEDURE:;:

1. The body was opened using the modified Y-incision of the anterior torso. The
skin on the neck was flapped upwards and outwards.

2. The head was opened with the usual U-shaped incision of the scalp.

3. The thoracic and abdominal viscera were excised en bloc for dissection of the
organs.

4. The pelvic organs were eviscerated separately, en bloc. _

Due to the lack of weighing scale, weight of the individual organ was not done.

6. Prior to the definitive post-mortem examination, single plane portable radiographs
taken of the head, chest, abdomen and left hand. '
